Not later than 180 days after the date of the enact-2

ment of this Act, and every 180 days thereafter, the Sec-3

retary of State, in consultation with the Secretary of De-4

fense and the Director of the Central Intelligence Agency, 5

shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees 6

a report on the influences of Hezbollah and the Govern-7

ment of Iran throughout the Government of Lebanon, in-8

cluding the Lebanese Ministry of Defense.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 

SECTION 1. Short title.

This Act may be cited as the “Preventing Armed Groups from Engaging in Radicalism” or the “PAGER Act”. 


SEC. 2. Limitations on United States support for the Lebanese armed forces.

SEC. 3. Limitation on United States support to the United Nations Development Programme.

On and after the date that is 60 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, no Federal funds authorized to be appropriated or otherwise made available to the United Nations Development Programme may be obligated or expended to support any livelihood support programs making assistance available to members of the Lebanese armed forces or the Lebanese internal security forces.

SEC. 4. Designation as global terrorist.

Suhil Bahij Gharab is designated as a specially designated global terrorist organization under Executive Order 13224 (50 U.S.C. 1701 note; relating to blocking property and prohibiting transactions with persons who commit, threaten to commit, or support terrorism).

SEC. 5. Report.

Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and every 180 days thereafter, the Secretary of State, in consultation with the Secretary of Defense and the Director of the Central Intelligence Agency, shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report on the influences of Hezbollah and the Government of Iran throughout the Government of Lebanon, including the Lebanese Ministry of Defense.

SEC. 6. Appropriate congressional committees defined.

In this Act, the term “appropriate congressional committees” means—

(1) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives; and

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate.
